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Working Towards

In most cases the objective will be simplified,
by cutting aspects out, or by using smaller
numbers etc. These can be seen as a step
towards the expected standard. Where

the objective is the same, it may be that
greater adult support i required than for the
expected standard.

Expected

These are the objectives from the National
Curriculum. Teachers will need to make
their own decisions about the level of
competency required to be at the expected
standard. Possible examples can be found
on the Differentiated Maths Mats for each
mathematical area.

Greater Depth

In many cases the objective is similar
or the same as the expected standard.
Greater depth means children explaining
and reasoning, enabling them to deepen
their mathematical understanding. Possible
examples can be found on the Differentiated
Maths Mats for each mathematical area.
